Trainings are Tuesdays/Thursdays every week with a game typically on Saturdays. Some weeknight 
games are expected as there is no games on long weekends.

• Attend and run all Senior Men’s training sessions, including preseason training. 

• Attend all Senior Men’s games, including any games that may require travel. 

• Complete and submit game sheet rosters. 

• Liaise with other Senior Men’s coaches in the development and delivery of practice plans, game 

rosters, player feedback and any other team components. 

• Monitor individual player development and provide individual skill development and player feedback 

as required. 

• Be receptive to individual feedback from Club directors, assistant coaches, and players.  

• Coordinate with the Senior Men’s Director for any equipment requirements, logistics, travel, and 

administration. 

• Conduct end of season meeting(s) with the Senior Men’s team and individual players. 

• Other duties as required.
